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In studies in rodents, impairtnent of fertility did not occur in male or female rats given oral
dosages of9 mg/kg and 16mg/kg of'ketorolac trornethaminc, respectively. Reproduction
studies were conducted during organogenesis using ketorolac tromethnmine at doily oral
dosages 00.6 mg/kg in rabbits and 10mglkg in rats; 110 adverse developmental effects on
the fetus were noted in these studies. Dosages of ketorolao tromcthamine tablets at 1.5mg/kg
administered after gestation day 17, caused dystocie and higher pup mortality in rats.
Ethanol, III1 ingredient in this product, is a known human developmental toxicant, Ingestion
of large amounts of ethanol during pregnancy is generally contra-indicated.

Ketorolac tromethamine was not mutagenic in tile Ames test, unscheduled DNA synthesis
and repair, and ill forward mutation assays. Ketorolnc tromethamine did not cause
chromosome breakage ill the in vivo mouse micronucleus nssay. At concentrations 2: 1590
mog/ml, ketorolnc tromethamine increased the incidence of chromosomal aberrations in
Chinese hamster ovarian cells.

An I8·month oral-dose study in mice with ketorolac tromethamine at dosages of 2
mglkglday, and II24-lIlonth oral-dose study in mts at dosages of 5 mglkg/dny. produced no
evidence of tumorigenicity.
